GENERAL RULES FOR ALL BREEDS
Special Notice to all Beef and Dairy Cattle Exhibitors

It is the responsibility of the exhibitor to have his veterinarian conduct all
necessary tests.

The Health of Animals Branch will not be conducting any tests unless an
inspector happens to be on a farm for other reasons.

DEFINITION OF AN “ENTRY”

For the purpose of the 1990 Cattle Classification an entry shall be
interpreted as follows:

All registered cattle, whether owned by one person or by more than one
person (individually or jointly) which are maintained on one farm or breeding
unit, are considered to be the production of one farm or breeding unit.

Therefore, only one entry per class is eligible from such farm or breeding
unit, unless otherwise authorized by the fair.

“Where the same interests areinvolved in more than one breeding operation,
such operations are considered as ONE breeding unit.”
