Every animal, fowl, article, prod-
uct or chattel exhibited must be the actual bona fide property and belong absolutely
to the person or persons entering or exhibiting the same. In the case of every article,
product or chattel exhibited, other than livestock, the said article, product or chattel
must be of the actual production, growth or manufacture, as the case may be, of the
person or persons owning or exhibiting the same, except specially mentioned in the
list.

Tickets will be placed on the work that has been exhibited before, or is entered in the
wrong list, with the words “Ruled Out”.

That the exhibitor of horses, cattle or sheep do bring them forward when called upon
by the Directors, otherwise they will not be noticed.

No competitor will be entitled to a prize if the judges deem the stock or article unwor-
thy of the same.
