Each must be labelled with the student’s name, age, grade, schoo! and category, and then tied
to the sunflower.

Judging is done by the principal and teacher on Tuesday, September 27, 2011. Each winner at
the school receives a certificate provided by the Haldimand Federation of Agriculture.

The winning specimens are to be taken to Caledonia Fair on Wednesday, September 28, 2011
between 3 p.m. and 9 p.m. Each specimen is to have a school tag that can be obtained at the
school or the Fair Office.

Judging will be done by the President and Vice President of the Haldimand Federation of
Agriculture. A champion rosette will be given to the tallest sunfiower plant and the biggest
sunflower head. A reserve champion rosette will also be awarded in the two categories.

Rosettes must be picked up on Sunday, October 2, 2011. at 6:30 p.m. at the Fair. Each winner's
school will be contacted after the judging to notify the student about pick-up. Each champion
school receives a plaque to display until the following May. It must then be returned to the
Haldimand Federation of Agriculture.
